CURRICUL

Phonics — In phonics this term, we shll be learning our phase 5 phonic sounds, revising Those
oreviously Taught ond revising these within our spellings each week.

English— In our English sessions we shall be reading some Percy the Park Keeper stories — one set in
each of the four seasons, which link with our geography work. We shdll use these texts fo work on
our senfence constfruction, adjective use, verb choices and punctuation.

Maths — This term, we will revisit and build upon our knowledge of place value ond addition and
subtraction. We shdll diso be exploring some fractions and measuring length, height, mass ond volume.
Science — This term in science we shall be exploring the structure of flowering plants ond trees ond
what they need in order o survive. We shall also be looking ot carnivores, herbivores and omnivores,
thinking about what these terms mean and how animals are grouped. We shall then move ontfo sound,
thinking about our sense of hearing ond discriminating between sounds.

Music — Our music sessions this term will be listening to various songs from Lion King' and exploring
how each has been used fo create ‘mood’ and develop particular feelings in the listener. We shal also
try creating our own pieces to create moods and evoke feelings.

RE — Within RE this term, we shdll confinue 1o explore Christionity and what Christions believe. This is a
topic Taught during sessions held with Mrs Whittaker.

PE — During our PE sessions, we shall be using the large apparatus as well as applying hockey skills
to play cornerball games. We shdll dlso be exploring a variety of games which could then be used
during playtimes oufside.

PHSE — This term we will be focusing on what humons need in order to stay hedlthy. We will be
discussing what it means 1o be ‘healthy’, the use of medicine, hygiene practises and ways in which
we can help 1o keep our bodies and minds happy and healthy.

Computing— In compuiting we shall be exploring inputting simple sequences and dgorithms to move
our Beebot robots and onimate characters on screen.

Geography — Within geography this term we shall be exploring weather — both seasondl and daily. We
will be looking info how the seasons differ, observe daily changes in our local environment and
identifying some hot and cold places on the planet.
